- Seniors: cfr 2008 CEPA rules international competitions and championships
In all categories a maximum of 3 skaters per category per invited club are
allowed.

Art 5: The organising club owns the right to change the number of participants in the
different categories.

Art 6: Music individual CD’s and K7 with name, club and category of the participant (1
for the short program and 1 for the long program).

The organisers decline all responsibility in case of accidents as well for skaters as for
officials and accompanying persons.
