GIOVANISSIMI (2000 / 2001)

Can insert only:
- Max Jumps of one rotations.
- Max 3 combinations of min. 2 and max 5 jumps between above listed.
- Only Upright spins also in combination.
- Minimum one step sequence (circle or line/diagonal or serpentine) to the skater’s choice.

ESORDIENTI = Minis (1998 / 1999)
Can insert only:
- Max Jumps of one rotations + Axel, Double Toe Loop and Double Salchow
- Max 3 combinations of min. 2 and max 5 jumps between above listed.
- Only Spins, Upright, Sit and Camel FO, Camel BO, Camel FI and Camel BI, also in combination
- Minimum one step sequence (circle or line/diagonal or serpentine) to the skater’s choice.

ALLIEVI —Espoir (1996 / 1997)
Can insert only:
- Max Jumps of two (2) rotations (NO double Axel !11)
- Max 3 combinations of min. 2 and max 5 jumps between above listed.
- Spins free (no broken ankle).
- Minimum one step sequence (circle or line/diagonal or serpentine) to the skater’s choice.

PROMO CATEGORY
Can insert only:
- Max Jumps of two (2) rotations (NO double Axel 1)
- Max 3 combinations of min. 2 and max 5 jumps between above listed.
- Others elements, Jumps & Spins are free (no “broken ankle” for Promo Category A & B)
- Minimum one step sequence (circle or line/diagonal or serpentine) to the skater’s choice.

CADET, YOUTH, JUNIOR & SENIOR will be apply Cepa Rules 2007 ?
